One day in a house in Capernaum, Jesus asked his disciples what 
they had been arguing about.  Ashamed of themselves, they did not say a 
word.  You see they had been arguing about who was the greatest.  But 
rather than taking them to the woodshed, Jesus gives them the criterion for 
true greatness.  He says “Whoever wants to be first must be last of all and 
servant of all” (Mk. 9:35).  In effect he says “Don’t be ashamed about 
wanting to be great; what matters is how you achieve greatness.  The world 
will tell you that it’s about fame, fortune, power and popularity.  It’s not.  
It’s about ministry—servanthood.” 

 
The ministries in this booklet are St. Timothy’s recipe for Christian 

greatness.  They are the recipe for a life truly worth living.  On the one 
hand they are the way we are Christ in the world.  They are the way that we 
are the hands of Jesus here and now. On the other hand they are where we 
meet Christ in other people.  When we serve one another and those on the 
margins of society, we are serving Christ.  These ministries are the way we 
fulfill the baptismal vow to “seek and serve Christ in all persons.”

Representatives of these ministries are available by phone (and email, where 
listed) and on certain Sundays during the year. Please take an opportunity to 
talk with them about programs that interest you.

be served but to serve, and to give his life a ransom for many” (Mk. 10:45).

Adults go to 
work or search for work or housing with the assistance of IHN staff. Each host 
congregation is responsible for providing meals, evening activities, and sleeping 
accommodations for the guests. All of this work is done by volunteers from the 
host parishes.
